a. Converted to five-paragraph order format, per MCO 5215.1H. 


b. The Combat Planning Factors (CPF) were removed from the Order and will now be published annually in a Marine Corps Bulletin (MCBul) in the 8010 series.

c. Planning Factors for use in developing contingency Class V(W) requirements are defined  in enclosure (1).

d. Weapon and ammunition associations have been removed from the Order, and are now incorporated in the new MCBul 8010.

e.  Class V(W) ammunition expenditure reporting for contingency operations is defined. 

f. The term Combat Load (CL) replaces the term Basic Allowance (BA) and is defined in the enclosure.

Summary of Revisions

a. Converted to five-paragraph order format, per MCO 5215.1H.


b. Establishes the Marine Corps Munitions Requirement Process (MCMRP) as a successor to the former Marine Corps Capabilities-Based Munitions Requirement (MCCBMR).  Embraces new terminology and requirement definitions included in the new DoDI 3000.4.


c. More clearly delineates responsibilities of principal executive staff within the MCMRP regimen.


d. The operating forces are brought into the requirements determination process at a much earlier stage than before.


e. Introduces current PPBE terminology in the munitions requirement determination process.


f. Introduces the use of "combat loads" as a form of measurement in the requirements determination process, replacing the obsolescent "days of ammunition (DOA)".


g. Definitions are provided as a separate enclosure.


h. The MCMRP is described, within the context of the DoD Munitions Requirement Process (DoDMRP) as a separate enclosure, rather than in the body of the Order.


i. The DoDMRP is graphically depicted in order to place the MCMRP in a visual context, and included as a separate enclosure, rather than in the body of the Order.


j. Introduces the concepts for core/non-core banding of munition requirements.
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
