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Q-200:
Will the ACV be wheeled or tracked?
A-200:
A wheeled and/or tracked materiel approach would be considered if the candidate system meets and/or exceeds performance, protection and payload requirements in addition to cost objectives.

Q-201:
Would the Government accept a combined wheeled/tracked vehicle for ACV?

A-201:
 A combined wheeled/tracked materiel approach would be considered if the candidate system meets and/or exceeds performance, protection and payload requirements in addition to cost objectives.

Q-202:
Where can we get the ACV mission profile?

A-202: A draft mission profile will be released with the draft RFP. 

Q-203:
What are the parameters for watts on the driver’s seat?

A-203: The maximum sustained input at any occupied position (crew or passenger) is 6 watts.
Q-204:
What are the terrain requirements?
A-204:
  The definitions of the various terrains the vehicle must transit are being developed and will be part of the RFP.
Q-205:
The USMC seems to be a bit nervous about the Remote Weapons Station.  Will that be a USMC vice a Contractor decision?  Will it have a standard turret configuration?

A-205:
  The Marine Corps will make the determination of the requirements for weapon system(s).  A common weapon system across vehicle platforms is preferred.
Q-206:
How many litters will be required to be transported?

A-206:
This will be part of the RFP, however, as a point of reference, four (4) are required for the AAV.

Q-207:
Is there a list of equipment for the command vehicle?  C4I Suite?

A-207:  The detailed list of C4I equipment is not yet available but will be part of the RFP.
Q-208:
Will the C4I equipment be provided as GFE?

A-208:  The radios are planned to be provided as GFE.  A detailed GFE listing will be part of the RFP.
Q-209:
How many seats in the C vehicle?
A-209:
For planning purposes, the C vehicles will have a crew of 3 (three) and 5 – 8 staff members.

Q-210:
How many in the crew for a recovery vehicle?

A-210:
That is yet To Be Determined (TBD), but there is a need for three (3) for the AAVR7A1.

Q-211:
Does the R7 have a weapon?
A-211: The AAVR7A1 is armed with the medium machine gun, 7.62mm.
Q-212:
Will the boom/winch be standard?

A-212: It is likely that any future mission role variant for maintenance and recovery will be equipped with a boom/winch.

Q-213:
Who is the Tech Demonstrator Contractor?

A-213:
TBD

Q-214: One competitor has more experience.  Will this have an adverse affect of others?

A-214:
All competitors will be provided equal opportunity.
Q-215:
Does everything go through the OEM prime?

A-215:
TBD

Q-216:
What are the Government’s thoughts on making swim a Tier I non-tradeable for MPC?

A-216:
Tier I is already well-stacked.  There is already trade space and the Government does not envision changing that.
Q-217:
What does the competitive testing for the seven (7) MPC vehicles entail?  
A-217:  Detailed test planning has not yet been completed.  This information will be included in the RFP.
Q-218:
Will the Government swim vehicles during the competitive tests?

A-218:
Yes.

Q-219:
Who will do the testing?

A-219:
The Government intends to oversee and perform the testing; however, support Contractors may be used. 

Q-220:
What level of support will be required for the testing?

A-220:
TBD.  This information will be included in the RFP. 

Q-221:
The August RFI stated the Acquisition Plan for AAV upgrade would be one (1) award for the entire effort.  Has the strategy increased the scope?

A-221:
Based on the expansion of the AAV Upgrade, the acquisition strategy has not been finalized.
Q-222:
Will there be a common requirement for exportable power on a family of systems?

A-222:
TBD.  If applicable, this will be addressed in future RFPs.
Q-223:
When will the classified piece be updated?

A-223:
It is in draft and is expected to be finalized around December 2011. 
Q-224:
What is the planned contract type?  
A-224:
 Specific contract types have not yet been determined.
Q-225:
How are you going to share information harvested from the EFV?

A-225:
The Government will provide EFV technical data that it determines applicable and necessary for future amphibious system acquisitions.

Q-226:
Will there be a modular architecture?

A-226:
Yes.

Q-227:
Will there be a GFE list prior to the RFP being released?

A-227:
Future RFPs for amphibious vehicles will address GFE.  At a minimum, radios and weapons will be GFE.
Q-228:
Will the USMC use VICTORY?

A-228:
A specific architecture approach has not been selected for any of the three (3) platforms covered by the current RFI series.  The full range of materiel approaches will be assessed as requirements are developed and the scope of AAV service life extension finalized. 

Q-229:
Will the USMC use a Family of Systems for computers?

A-229:
It is highly desired.

Q-230:
What is the desired security level?

A-230:
The security level will be defined in future RFPs.
Q-231:
Is there an enclave requirement?

A-231:
This will be defined in future RFPs, if applicable.  There are various class systems.

Q-232:
What is the driver’s vision system?

A-232:
TBD and will be included in future RFPs, as applicable.
Q-233:
Will the weapons system be provided as GFE?

A-233:
GFE content for the three (3) programs has not been determined, but will be provided as part of the RFP.
Q-234:
Will there be separate industry days for AAV SLEP and ACV?

A-234:  A follow-on AAV SLEP is possible based upon the final requirement and whether further open forum discussions with industry are warranted.  An industry day specifically for ACV has not been determined yet.
Q-235:
Will there be CDDs, draft RFP, RFP?

A-235:
  Yes, that is the plan.
Q-236:
Are you addressing interoperability with jamming?

A-236:
Yes.
Q-237:
Is there a TDP for AAV?
A-237:
The Government owns the AAV Technical Data.  It is the USMC intention to provide the AAV TDP with the draft RFP.
Q-238:
Will MPC lessons learned from NATC demo be made available?

A-238:
  An initial MPCTD Lessons Learned session was held at NATC in Nov 2010.  Once testing is completed, another Lessons Learned session will be held at NATC. 
Q-239:
Is “One integrator for all” a true statement regarding the AAV SLEP?  Will it be the Government or OEM?

A-239:
The acquisition strategy for the AAV Service Life Extension Program is under development.  
Q-240:
Do you expect commonality across the current platforms, too?

A-240:
The Government is open to industry recommendations to extend commonality across existing and future systems.
Q-241:
Are modularity and scalability the same?

A-241:  No.  Modularity is “can I take from here and use there.”  Scalability deals with size.

Q-242:
What did you mean by “Hull Accommodation?”

A-242:
Intended as a mounting interface.

Q-243:
What is meant by “Driver’s Automotive Control System?”
A-243:
Man-machine interface.

Q-244:
Will there be additional market studies?

A-244:
Additional market studies are possible.
Q-245:
Has “litters included with seating” been done before?

A-245:
Yes.  LAV has kits.  We want the ability to fold/stow seats to accommodate litters.

Q-246:
Has anyone partnered at the component level?

A-246:
Unknown.
Q-247:
Are there plans to release the classified MPC spec to subcontractors?

A-247:
For purposes of the MPC RFI, only potential prime contractors were provided the classified annex.  Once the program gets underway, suppliers with a “need to know” may also be provided access.
Q-248:
Where should the focus be for the RFI?  Is the focus MPC?

A-248:
Industry should respond to RFIs that interest them.

Q-249:
Do we have a call for fire requirements?

A-249:
Yes.

Q-250:
Is there a Remote Weapons Station (RWS) for ACV?

A-250:
The Government is considering RWS.

Q-251:
Are we able to schedule additional communications with the Government?

A-251:
Yes.

Q-252:
Is there a number associated with weight reduction per pound?
A-252:
Yes, but it is an internal number and not releasable.

Q-253:
There was FMS in AAV.  Will this be done with Contractor Support?

A-253:
RFI M6785411I6008 was posted 25 Feb 2011.  In this RFI, the Marine Corps requested information from potential sources for an anticipated partnership with LOGCOM to respond to a request from a foreign government for the potential sale and upgrade of AAVs.  The MPC, ACV and AAV SLEP RFIs are not related to that Foreign Military Sales RFI.

Q-254:  Is there a particular reason LOGCOM is doing the initial AAV disassembly?

A-254:
We anticipate LOGCOM executing the initial disassembly with follow-on hull modifications done by the Contractor.  This is based upon the method used for the last major upgrade, the RAM/RS.   However, no manufacturing approach has been decided at this time. 
Q-255:  What is the required thrust for the AAV?

A-255:  The required AAV7 thrust chart is attached.
