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 The SL-1-2/SL-1-3 is now on CD!!!


The SL-1-2/SL-1-3 is a combined data resource now published, not only on the MARLOGBASES Web (http://mcsd4.ala.usmc.mil/MCSD/SL/), but also on CD by the Marine Corps Logistics Bases, Albany, GA.  It is made up of two lists:  1) the Publication Index  (Sl-1-2) and 2) the Publications Stocked by Marine Corps (SL-1-3).  The SL-1-2/SL-1-3  is updated weekly on the Web.


The SL-1-2 is an index of publications required for equipment support.  It contains a cross-reference list of equipment to ID numbers, a cross-reference list of equipment to maintenance publications, and an index of superceded or rescinded publications.


The SL-1-3 is a listing of all types of publications authorized for use by the Marine Corps, which are stocked at the MARCORLOGBASES, Albany.  Publications prepared by other DoD activities that have been adopted and/or authorized for use by the Marine Corps are also included.  This index is used by all echelons of command.  With it, units determine what publications are required to accomplish the assigned mission of the organization.  Commands requisition and maintain those publications required. 


The SL-1-2/SL-1-3 CD, dated 30Jul1999, is now available for distribution (PCN 174 000003 00).  A limited number of CD’s will be produced and available for those units that do not have Internet capability, such as deployed units.  This application will only load to Win95, Win98, and WinNT operating systems and requires 13 MB of free operating space to load it on your hard drive.  Once you install the SL-1-2/SL-1-3 CD on your computer hard drive, the CD is not required to operate this Program. The SL-1-2 /SL-1-3 CD is a vast improvement over the microfiche with several additional features and queries.


The SL-1-2/SL-1-3 CD is “AutoRun” capable.  What this means is, if  “AutoRun” is enabled on your PC,

then, all you need to do is insert the CD into your CD drive.  The CD will guide you through the installation.  Be sure to do both Installs.  If you do not have AutoRun, click on Start, then Run.  In the pop-up Run dialog box, type:  D:/Setup.exe (Where D: = your CD drive).


To use the data contained on this CD, double click on the icon that will appear on your screen.  Choose one of the four options at the top of the screen.  FILE will give you the print capability and the ability to export to a tab delimited file.  The SL-1-2 option will provide a means to query by:  Equipment ID Number, Name/Model/Type, Publication Number (Short Title), Publication Control Number, Replaced Publication Control Number, and TAMCN.  In the SL-1-3 option you will be able to query by:  Publication Control Number, Publication Number (Short Title), and Deleted Publication Control Number. The Help menu has more detailed descriptions of the queries.


Initial distribution was made for those units that returned the postcard that went out with the last microfiche in October 1998.  The CD will be updated and distributed every six months.  If you do not have Internet capability or require a copy of the SL-1-2/SL-1-3 CD for deployment, send an email request to: mbmatcommarlogbases@matcom.usmc.mil.

What are SL-3s & SL-4s?


Components List (SL-3).  An SL-3 contains illustrations, technical data, and item identification data on collateral and collection-type items within the Marine Corps.  It lists all components for the collect-type supply items, such as major combinations, systems, vehicles, groups, outfits sets or assortments.  Collateral material that is required to complete an end item is also identified.  When the SL-3 is incorporated into the basic TM, the manual front cover will be designated as “With Components List.”  The current edition of MCO P4400.150 contains a complete description of the categories of SL-3 components.


Repair Parts List (SL-4).  An SL-4 lists repair parts and provides illustrations in a topdown breakdown for each end item, component, or major assembly requiring maintenance and supply support.  It provides the supply and maintenance information for identification of repair parts require to support Marine Corps equipment.  Through the repair parts list, the technician, the mechanic, and the repairer are linked to the supply system.  When the SL-4 is an integrated part of the basic TM, the manual will be designated as an “&P.”  If separated from the basic manual, it is designated as a “P.”


NOTE:  In an effort to reduce the overall costs and quantity of different technical manuals (TMs, SL-3 & SL-4s) used by the FMF, MARCORSYSCOM has been procuring technical manuals in a TM-10 w/ components (SL-3) and TM 24&P or 25&P format for new acquisitions of equipment.  This policy of consolidating SL’s into TM’s whenever possible shall also apply to manuals procured or updated during reprocurement of equipment.
