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 ROOFING REPAIR

The contractor must: 

1) Spud up rock on the roof area’s next to expansion joints on the lower roof 20 feet along window wall by 20 feet out on each side of the expansion joints, Total (8) each, On the upper roof 20 feet along window wall by 20 feet in on each side of the expansion joints (8) each.

2) Install modified bitumen membrane with hot tar process and torch on the seams as required.

3) Spud up rock on the lower front roof area in (4) areas 6 feet out from window wall by 10 feet along window wall marked by yellow paint.

4) Install modified bitumen membrane with hot tar process and torch on the seams as required.

5) Tie sections of roof into patched areas with hot tar process.

6) Remove stone from roof or spread to a uniform level along roof surface.

7) HOT WORK PERMIT WILL BE REQUIRED.

8) Total repair area is about 6,640 square feet. 

The contractor must provide all labor and material associated with the completion of this work.  All work must be performed in a safe manner and in accordance with all OSHA regulations.  

The contractor must coordinate the work schedule and access to the work areas with the Point of Contact at the work site:   

Work areas must be cleaned up and debris disposed of properly on a daily basis.  The contractor must perform all work utilizing industry approved and recognized standards. No equipment or material may be stored on the work site without specific permission from the project manager.

No work or repair not specifically specified may be accomplished and if any hidden damage or additional potential requirements are discovered during the course of the work the project manager must be notified immediately for direction.

The contractor must notify the project manager within 3 days of receiving a contract award, in order to schedule a pre-work conference to coordinate the start date, and discuss any permits or special circumstances associated with the work.  

Any problems or questions that may arise during accomplishment of the work should be directed to the project manager or in his absence the manager’s supervisor.
