   Supplier will:

   a. Provide Receiver with approximately 10,500 Square Feet of administrative and warehousing space in building 1702B and future areas as required with appropriate parking space within the capability of the Supplier’s resources. 

    b.  Provide Receiver with PALCON outdoor storage lot located behind building 1702B.

   Receiver will:

   c. Protect, maintain, and keep in good order, the space assigned by the Supplier. 

2.  ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES
    Supplier will: 

    a. Mail Pickup and Delivery.  Provide for collection, acceptance, sorting, routing, and delivery of incoming and outgoing official and personal mail.  Mail not provided by the U.S. Postal Service will be metered with USMC mail.

    b. Guard Mail.  Notify Receiver of unclassified material for pickup.

    Receiver will:

    a. Provide the required identification documents and receive/forward mail through the Mail and Distribution Section

3.  COMMON USE FACILITY CONSTRUCTION, OPERATIONS, MAINTENANCE,

  AND REPAIR 

     Supplier will:

    a. Ice and Snow Removal.  Remove snow and ice from roads and parking lots adjacent to Receiver occupied facilities.

    b. Operations, Maintenance, Repair and Construction.  

3.  COMMON USE FACILITY CONSTRUCTION, OPERATIONS, MAINTENANCE,

    AND REPAIR       continued
Provide support for operations, maintenance, repair, and construction of common use infrastructure, roads, grounds, surfaced areas.  Provide common benefit signs, energy 

conservation, beautification projects and provide current day-

to-day, periodic or schedule work required to preserve real property facilities.

    c. Construction and/or Alteration.  Provide for or perform requested minor construction and/or alteration of real property with reimbursement from receiver.

     Receiver will:

    a. Ice and Snow Removal.  Request support.  Remove snow and ice from steps and walks within Receiver occupied facilities and take other safety precautions as necessary.

    b. Operations, Maintenance, Repair.  Comply with Supplier policies and procedures.

    c. Construction and/or Alteration.  Request approval and consent of the Supplier prior to the initiation of any request for minor construction and/or alteration of real property.  Provide reimbursement as directed by Supplier.

4.  COMMUNICATION SERVICES
    Supplier will:

    a. Message Traffic.  Provide unclassified message receiving and transmission services to the Receiver on the same basis as that provided to other MCAS, Cherry Point activities.

    b. Telephone Services.  Provide telephone services, including Defense Switched Network (DSN)/Toll capability, local and long distance and all associated equipment.

    c. Equipment Installation.  Assist Receiver in planning for installation of communication/electronic equipment as specified by the Supplier.

    d. Maintenance.  Provide maintenance for communications equipment on a reimbursable basis only if it exceeds the existing requirements.

4.  COMMUNICATION SERVICES   continued
    e. ADP/DATA.  On a reimbursable basis, provide LAN access and NMCI service as requested by Receiver.  The Supplier shall retain all existing networking hardware/network structure in existing Government warehouses for the Receiver

    f. Convenience Moves of Telephone or Other Communications 
        Equipment.  On a reimbursable basis, perform convenience moves of telephone or other communication equipment as requested by the Receiver.

*Note:  Convenience moves are defined as those requests to relocate existing telephone/data service within an office space, exchanging or moving office spaces and telephone/data service within a building, and/or adding additional extensions to existing lines.

    b. Telephone Services.  Provide requirements to Supplier.  Provide reimbursement for leased lines, tolls and associated equipment as specified by the Supplier.  The Receiver does not pay recurring lines charges for standard service.

    c. Equipment Installation.  Plan with the Supplier any installation of electronic or communication system equipment requirements.

    d. Maintenance.  Provide Supplier a Request for Contractual Procurement, NAVCOMPT Form 2276, requesting radio maintenance support.  Form 2276 should be sent under cover letter via the Communication-Electronics Officer to Assistant Chief of Staff, Management Support Division, Marine Corps Air Station, Cherry Point, NC 28533.  Reimburse Supplier for parts and service as specified by the Supplier.

    e. ADP/DATA.  Request support.  Provide reimbursement for installation for Receiver provided ADP/DATA equipment.

    f. Relocation of Telephone or Other Communications Equipment.  Request support.  Provide reimbursement to the Supplier for convenience moves of telephones or other communications equipment, as specified by the Supplier.

5.  DISASTER PREPAREDNESS
    Supplier will:

    a. Include Receiver in Supplier emergency, disaster and severe weather preparedness plans and emergency notification systems.  Provide support to Receiver personnel and controlled assets.

    Receiver will:
    b. Comply with Supplier directives and emergency instructions in the safeguarding of life and Government property.

6.  ENTOMOLOGY AND PEST MANAGEMENT SERVICES
    Supplier will:  

    a. General Insect Control.  Provide general insect control to the Receiver on the same basis as that provided to other Marine Corps Air Station Cherry Point, NC activities.

    b. Rodent Control.  Provide rodent control services as requested within Supplier’s capabilities.

    c. Vegetation Control.  Provide abatement and control measures to the Receiver on the same basis as that provided to other Marine Corps Air Station Cherry Point, NC activities.  

    Receiver will: 

    a. General Insect Control.  Request support.

    b. Rodent Control.  Request support.  Notify Supplier of feral/stray animals observed around buildings.  Prohibit feeding of stray/feral animals by personnel.

    c. Vegetation Control.  Request support.

        (3) Provide technical assistance in all phases of Natural and Cultural Resources Management to include compliance with pertinent Station Directives: Please identify appropriate Station Orders: StaO xxxx- Threatened and Endangered Species Protection Program; StaO xxxx– Terrestrial Endangered Species Protection Program; StaO xxxx– Off-Road Recreational Vehicle Use; StaO xxxx– Hunting, Fishing, and Trapping Regulations; StaO xxxx– Archeological and Historic Resources Management; StaO xxxx– Standard Operating Procedures for Range Control; Trainers Environmental Handbook; Marine Corps Policy; and State and Federal laws where applicable.

9.  EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE, REPAIR, AND CALIBRATION
    Supplier will:

    a. Provide material handling equipment (MHE) and transportation to and from the MHE collection point aboard Marine Corps Air Station, Cherry Point, NC as required by Receiver.

    c. Submit NAVCOMPT For 2277 for billing to the Receiver on a monthly basis for any reimbursable services performed.

    Receiver will:

14. MARINE CORPS COMMUNITY SERVICE (MCCS)
    Supplier will:

    a. Active Duty.  N/A

    b. Contract Employees.  Contract employees are entitled to the following on a space available basis:  convenience store for single individual serving size to be consumed on the premise, vending machines, Food and Hospitality Operations, Fitness Centers, Information, Ticket and Tour, Leisure Travel, Golf Course, Library, Theater, Church, Parks, Athletic Fields, Identification and Vehicle Registration Centers, Child Development Center and Swimming Pool.

    Receiver will:
 

    a. Provide Supplier activities with onboard counts of Receiver personnel as required.  Utilize MCCS activities at own convenience.

15. POLICE SERVICES
    Supplier will:

    a. Protection.  Provide protection for installation and resources, maintain law and order

    b. Investigation.  Investigate reported incidents which are not of sufficient seriousness to warrant referral to a DoD investigative agency.

    c. Identification.  Provide identification (i.e. badge and/or vehicle decals) required by the Supplier for movement control within the confines of the Supplier installation.

d. Electronic Security Systems (ESS) (Alarm Systems).  Any 

Receiver ESS (Alarm System) must be compatible with systems currently utilized by the Supplier (Provost Marshal’s Office (PMO)) and that the installation of it be coordinated with PMO’s Crime Resistance Unit.

    b. Investigation.  Request investigative support from Supplier (PMO) on all incidents occurring in Receiver occupied facilities.

    Supplier will:
    a. Normal and Customary.  Provide all normal and customary maintenance and repair to existing facilities and installed facility equipment.  This includes utility, mechanical, grounds, and structural systems associated with respective buildings/structures.

    b. Result of Negligence.  On a fully reimbursable basis, provide the maintenance and repair to existing facilities and installed facilities equipment when such efforts are required as a result of negligence and/or an overt act of destruction by Receiver personnel.

    c. Master Planning Board.  Invite the Receiver to participate in the Master Planning Board meetings when Receiver facilities are discussed.

in support of Receiver funded facilities work.  If in-house resources are unavailable, work will be accomplished by Architectural/Engineering or Engineering Service Contract.

    Receiver will:
    a. Normal and Customary.  Protect, maintain and keep in good order buildings, structures and facilities assigned or any portion

thereof.  Assist the Supplier with planning and programming of maintenance and repair work efforts.  Notify the Supplier for other than usual customary work efforts.

disposal.  Separate out all recyclables and notify Supplier of requirement to collect.  Be conscious of hazardous waste and 
hazardous material and dispose of according to established regulations and policies.  Provide reimbursement as directed by the Supplier.
18. SAFETY 
    Supplier will:

    a. Safety Assistance.  Provide assistance to ensure a complete and comprehensive Occupational Safety and Health 

Program is maintained as prescribed by applicable regulations. 

Coordinate and maintain safety program.

    b. Inspections.  Provide safety inspections of Receiver facilities and report non-compliance with OSHA standards.  Frequency of inspections should be the same as provided to other MCAS, Yuma activities but no less than annually.  Provide Receiver with a written report of all inspection results showing deviations from OSHA standards with any special instructions for the completion of the inspection report.

    c. Industrial Hygiene Surveys.  Arrange for the annual Industrial Hygiene Survey.  Ensure that work place monitoring is performed in accordance with Industrial Hygiene standards.

    d. Radiation Safety.  Provide for and schedule Radiation Safety training, licensing and certification for contract support personnel as required. 
    Receiver will:

    a. Safety Assistance.  Designate a safety representative to act

as a liaison with the Supplier on safety and health concerns.  Abide by Supplier safety regulations as appropriate.

    b. Inspections.  Perform “in-house” safety inspections

Participate in the annual MCOSH inspection conducted by the
Supplier.  Notify the Supplier Safety Manager of planned corrective action within thirty days after any inspections.  Adhere to Supplier safety regulations and take corrective action on all discrepancies 
cited by the Supplier safety inspections.

    c. Industrial Hygiene Survey.  Participate in the monitoring program and support Industrial Hygiene efforts.

    d. Radiation Safety.  Implement and coordinate safety programs identified by the Supplier.  Report all injuries or exposure incidents of any nature promptly to the Station Safety Officer as well as through its own higher authority channels.

19. UTILITIES
    Supplier will:

    a. Provide all electricity, steam, water, propane and natural gas, fuel oil services and sewage, where available, for Warehouse 1702B and to include all future areas assigned to the Receiver.  Supplier will also provide central generation and distribution of steam, chilled water, and compressed air as required.

    Receiver will:

    a. Reimburse Supplier for direct cost only if the cost of services received exceeds the Supplier’s annual budget to maintain Warehouse 1702B.

20. GARRISON PROPERTY/GOVERNMENT FURNISHED EQUIPMENT.  

There is no garrison property (furniture, furnishings, etc.), or government furnished equipment requirements (from MCAS, Cherry Point) associated with this Agreement.
