BACKGROUND 
Post-Cold War military strategies, with their increased emphasis on light forces, mobility and deployment, DoD's direction to eliminate gasoline from the battlefield and the obsolescence of the old 1.5kW gas generators, required that a new, lightweight, portable generator be added to the DoD Standard Family of Generators.

The newly type classified diesel 2kW Military Tactical Generator (MTG) meets this need and becomes the latest addition to the DoD Standard Family. Developed initially by Mechron Energy Systems for the Canadian Armed Forces, the US adopted this generator after market research and tests of commercial generators found none that could meet the military's stringent performance requirements. This Canadian buy was followed by a competitive procurement to fill Army Basis of Issue, Other Services, and data interchange requirements in the small kW range. 

The 2kW MTG will replace the existing 1.5kW MIL STD gasoline generators in the inventory, both AC and DC, along with some of the requirements for 3kW MIL STD generators. The generator is a lightweight, portable, reliable, rugged set for use in the most demanding military applications and environmental conditions.

PROCUREMENT INFORMATION
In 1996, the Army achieved the First Unit Equipped (FUE) on the 2kW Military Tactical Generator (MTG) -- 13 months after the "URGENT" requirement was signed by the Army. Produced by Mechron Energy, the first 650 sets started being delivered in FY97.

A competitive five-year requirements solicitation to build over 4000 sets was recently awarded to Dewey Electronics of New Jersey.  The ability to purchase units exists, with the contractor having an “on-going” production line.

This procurement contract is available to ALL U.S. Armed Forces. Funds can be sent directly to the PM-MEP for immediate application to these contracts.

MARINE CORPS SYSTEMS COMMAND INTENTIONS
At this time, the 2kW MTG is not in USMC inventory, due to lack of a valid USMC requirement.  The Program Manager, Expeditionary Power Systems at Marine Corps Systems Command, Quantico VA will be providing, on loan, four of the 2kW MTGs to II MEF for assessment purposes.  They will come with training and an initial spare parts package.  Personnel from the Marine Corps Systems Command will remain in contact with the receiving units, so as to gather information and feedback on the MTG utilization, and to assist with problems, if necessary.

If the units are found to be beneficial, it would be encouraged that using units generate a Fleet Operational Needs Statements (FONS) and forward it under official cover to the Marine Corps Combat Development Command, Quantico VA.  FONS can only come from FMF and Reserve units.
