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Why this set of instructions exists:  It replaces the current aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx and jtasr2000.exx files with updated files, to fix a problem with the AIRSUPREQ parser when combined with the AFATDS 6.3.1 box.

When to apply: These instructions can be applied only after TBMCS Increment 1.1 has been applied, and is not to be applied after Spiral 1.1.1 has been applied, nor before AFATDS 6.3.1. 

NOTE:  This change will break the interface if applied:

1) without AFATDS 6.3.1;

2) after TBMCS Spiral 1.1.1; and

3) prior to TBMCS Increment 1.1.

Load SUM References:  The Load SUM is not affected.

Actions to be performed:  Execute the following instructions on the IRIS server as a user with both a system administrator profile (i.e., SA_Default) and a profile with IRIS Admin privileges.  Any steps required for the creation of the media have been omitted, as this will not be the same from site to site.  The objective is to replace the old files with new ones. 

1) Logged in as sysadmin; open an xterm (dtterm) and log in as root.
2) Create a backup copy of the files that will be replaced with the following commands:

cd   /h/IRISSC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ

cp   aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx     aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx.orig

cp   jtasr2000.exx     jtasr2000.exx.orig

3) Copy the files from media to the current directory.  This step will be different based upon the media used.  Replace “<media>” with the path for your hardware.  If you do not know how to do this, contact the Help Desk.  The objective is file replacement.

cp   <media>/airsupreq.tar     .

4) Extract the data from the tar file using the following command:

tar   –xvf   airsupreq.tar    .

5) The following should be displayed as the files are extracted:

aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx, 22702 bytes, 45 tape blocks

jtasr2000.exx, 48644 bytes, 96 tape blocks

The airsupreq.tar file may be removed at this point, if desired.

6) Change the permissions of the two files with the following commands:

chown   iriss:iriss    jtasr2000.exx   aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx

chmod   775   jtasr2000.exx   aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx

7) Copy the new files to the IRISCC Directory using the following commands:

cp  -p    aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx    /h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ/

cp  -p    jtasr2000.exx     /h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ/
8) Use File Blaster to distribute the two files to all other machines. From the SA_Defaults > Application Folder >File Blaster.

9) Select File Package, then Add File…
10) In the “Enter Path or Folder Name” window, enter

/h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ

              and press [ENTER]
11) Select the file aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx and ensure that it appears in the bottom selection of the window. Select the [OK] button

12) Select File Package, then Add File…
13) Select the file jtasr2000.exx and ensure that it appears in the bottom selection of the window. Select the [OK] button, then select the [Accept] botton.

14) Select the [Distribute Package] button, and then select all nodes. Click on the [Distribute] button.

15) Once all clients have been updated, stop the IRIS servers (as an IRIS Admin user) using the icon provided at Application Manager > DII APPS > TBMCS based profile > IRIS servers Stop.
16) Restart the IRIS servers using the icon provided at Application Manager > DII APPS > TBMCS based profile > IRIS servers Start.
VERIFICATION for IRIS Client:  Execute the following command on the machines that has had the new files installed:

cksum   /h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ/aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx

cksum   /h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ/jtasr2000.exx

This command should return the following value:

NOTE:  If the tar file is extracted on a non-UNIX machine (i.e., Winzip on a Windows NT machine), the cksum will be different.  The checksum only changes when the non-tarred files are moved using an Intel-based machine or sent through e-mail.  No adverse effect has been seen when the tar file is transferred using a non-UNIX machine or e-mail.

REMOVE AND RELOAD PROCEDURES

Actions to be performed:  Execute the following instructions on the IRIS server as a user with both a system administrator profile (i.e., SA_Default) and a profile with IRIS Admin privileges.  These procedures will require a floppy drive attached to the machine. The objective is to replace the AFATDS 6.3.1 compatible files with the original i1.1 files.  

1) Logged in as sysadmin; open an xterm (dtterm) and log in as root.
2) Reload the backup copy of the files that will be replaced with the following commands:
cd   /h/IRISSC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ

cp   aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx.orig 
aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx

cp   jtasr2000.exx.orig 
jtasr2000.exx

3) Copy the original files to the IRISCC Directory using the following commands:

cp  -p    aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx    /h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ/

cp  -p    jtasr2000.exx     /h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ/

4) Use File Blaster to distribute the two files to all other machines. From the SA_Defaults > Application Folder > File Blaster.

5) Select File Package, then Add File…
6) In the “Enter Path or Folder Name” window, enter
/h/IRISCC/Scripts/AIRSUPREQ

              and press [ENTER]

7) Select the file aoc_asr2000_multiple.exx and ensure that it appears in the bottom selection of the window. Select the [OK] button

8) Select File Package, then Add File…
9) Select the file jtasr2000.exx and ensure that it appears in the bottom selection of the window. Select the [OK] button, then select the [Accept] botton.

10) Select the [Distribute Package] button, and then select all nodes. Click on the [Distribute] button.

11) Once all clients have been updated, stop the IRIS servers (as an IRIS Admin user) using the icon provided at Application Manager > DII APPS > TBMCS based profile > IRIS servers Stop.
12) Restart the IRIS servers using the icon provided at Application Manager > DII APPS > TBMCS based profile > IRIS servers Start.
