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USER'S LOGISTICS SUPPORT SUMMARY (ULSS)

FOR THE

INTEGRATED COMPUTERIZED DEPLOYMENT SYSTEM (ICODES)

1.  Introduction.  The Integrated Computerized Deployment System (ICODES) is an expert software system designed to support cargo management, planning for shipload and stowage, and planning for military cargoes moving through common-user and military ocean terminals.  The bulk of the Department of Defense (DoD) unit equipment and re-supply cargo is moved through designated water terminals (worldwide) for transit via water-bound conveyances during contingency, preposition, and exercise operations.  ICODES meets the requirement for a single, cross-service ship stow planning system to provide DoD civilian Marine Cargo Specialists and military Embarkation Officers with intelligent decision support during tactical, administrative, prepositioning, and humanitarian assistance operations.  The ICODES system includes the production of textual and graphical reports indicating cargo placement, space utilization, cargo type, and trim and stability for pre-stow plans and final stow reports.

ICODES supports the United States Transportation Command and Military Traffic Management Command strategic goals to provide for integrated systems management tools for common transportation functions throughout the DoD.  In April 1996, ICODES was designated as the DoD mission-critical migration system to replace the Computer Aided Embarkation Management System (CAEMS) for ship stow planning.  As a result, DoD gained an expert software application that meets DoD specifications for open systems architecture, provides cross-services load planning and execution capabilities, and standardizes automated shipload planning systems within DoD.

ICODES provides the user with decision support capabilities for planning and executing ship loading and stowage of military cargo including unit equipment.  The planning function enables the user to execute the loading and stowage of military cargo (aboard military or commercial ships) for onward movement in support of DoD objectives during training, humanitarian assistance, prepositioning and contingency operations.  The reporting functions support the requirement to provide Commanders with strict accountability of these cargoes during the loading, trans-shipment, and discharge at the port of debarkation.


a.  Source of Requirement.   The deficiencies identified during Desert Shield/Desert Storm Operations highlighted the urgent need to replace legacy systems with a standardized state-of-the-art automated system that could effectively support cargo/port management and ship loading during peace or war.  The ICODES Mission Need Statement addresses the need for an intelligent decision support system that will enable the planner to quickly react to unforeseen circumstances.  The system must have the ability to interact with other Military Standard Transportation and Movement Procedures compliant ocean terminal systems.  The system must also provide interfaces with the Deployment Support Command, the Global Services Network, and the Worldwide Port System (WPS).

c.  System Description.  ICODES is a stand-alone microcomputer software application that enables users to manually place cargo throughout the ship by Template, by Locker, or by Zone.  The system is designed to automatically plan cargo placement on ships for feasibility assessments.  It enables users to rapidly place cargo groups by ship, deck, and compartment.  In the auto-load mode, ICODES is designed to evaluate complex stow planning problems and produce intelligent alternative solutions.  The agent-based framework tracks user input in order to predict problems, prevent their occurrence, and improve responsiveness to unplanned changes and unforeseen contingencies.  ICODES interfaces with WPS, the Integrated Booking System (IBS), the Marine Air-Ground Task Force (MAGTF) Deployment Support System (MDSS) II, and the Transportation Coordinators' Automated Information for Movements System (TC-AIMS II) to provide in-transit visibility to all echelons of command.  


d.  Operational Characteristics.  ICODES is fully integrated with the evolving MAGTF Command, Control, Communications, Computers, and Intelligence (C4I) concept and complies with the Defense Information Infrastructure Common Operating Environment Mission Needs Statement.  ICODES will provide the capability to automate shipload planning whether in garrison, deployed or in a field operational environment.  Through the interface with MDSS II or TC-AIMS II, ICODES will provide critical information, e.g., tracking data for the identity, status, and location of DoD unit and non-unit cargo and passengers on military or commercial airlift assets, from origin to destination.  ICODES will operate within the Global Combat Support System environment.

e.  Replaced Weapon Systems and Equipment.  ICODES will replace CAEMS, the software currently used for shipload planning, on a one-for-one basis.

l.  Resource Reporting.  ICODES is not a candidate for Marine Corps Ground Equipment Resource Reporting (MCGERR).

n.  Associated Weapons Systems and Equipment.  ICODES feeds ship load information to the MAGTF Logistics Automated Information System (LOGAIS) and will be co-located with both MAGTF LOGAIS and the Automated Air Load Planning System (AALPS) on a laptop computer.  The hardware that will be fielded with ICODES is identified in paragraph 3.b.

3.  Fielding Methodology

a.  General Fielding Plan.  Fielding of ICODES commenced to II MEF in late November 02.  Fielding is being accomplished as a "vertical" process within each MEF and will follow the plan identified in Appendix (B) for Table of Equipment numbers and allowances.  MEF fielding includes bases, posts and stations within the same geographic area.


b.  Method of Fielding.  Hardware to host the ICODES software application has been acquired through existing MCHS contracts under the control of MARCORSYSCOM.  The hardware can be found in the MCHS ULSS 003299-15 or in the ULSS for the Marine Corps Common Hardware Suite Modernization, on the MCHS website at: http://buyersguide.marcorsyscom.usmc.mil/.

The purpose of the hardware that will be delivered with ICODES is to provide transportation personnel with a single, mobile platform to support their daily tasks that will ensure the compatibility of file transfers as information is shared from one link in the transportation support chain to the next.  The hardware will be software loaded and configured to support TC-AIMS II / MAGTF LOGAIS, AALPS, and ICODES software applications.  Hardware consists of the following:

(1) Laptop Computer (>1 GHZ Pentium processor, 512 MB RAM, 30 GB HD)

(2) Port Replicator

(3) External Keyboard and Mouse

(4) 19-Inch Monitor

(5) LAPTOP carrying bag

Hardware is being delivered to each command by the system integrator (Global Services Corporation) and it will be covered by a four-year parts and labor on-site warranty.  Warranty labels will be attached to the laptop identifying the toll-free number used to contact the warranty provider.


c.  Fielding Responsibilities


(1) Gaining Commands




(a) Each MEF, Marine Force (MARFOR), Base, Post, and Station will establish a single Point of Contact (POC) prior to fielding for each major subordinate command to aid the Material Fielding Team (MFT) during the fielding process.




(b) The POC should be on-hand when the system hardware and software arrives.  The Supply Officer or Responsible Officer authorized to sign for and receive equipment will sign the DD1149 provided by the MFT.




(c) Ensure that the following facilities and support are available:





1 Appropriate unit personnel are available to sign for and accept hardware with loaded software. 





2 Spaces for the hardware to be hosted at the receiving stations have been identified and made available for receipt of equipment.  These should be operational stations immediately available for hardware to be set up in an operational configuration and not storage spaces.





3 When the equipment is delivered, the user should ensure that it will operate and that the ICODES application has been loaded.  Additional software applications that are to be delivered with the system include AALPS and MAGTF LOGAIS.  The user should ensure that all applications can be powered up prior to the departure of the system integrator (Global Services Corporation).




(d) Complete the Gaining Unit Fielding Evaluation Report in accordance with TM 4420-15/1.  The report is provided as Appendix (D) to this ULSS.

c.  Manpower, Personnel, and Training



(1) Personnel Requirements.  Operators are individual Marines who use the ICODES system in the performance of their regular duties, such as embarkation and unit movement.  These Marines are primarily from the 04XX Military Occupational Specialty (MOS).  The duties of the ICODES operator will primarily consist of the following:




(a) System operation:  Developing, updating, or modifying operational plans using ICODES.




(b) Developing, preparing and presenting reports, shipload plans or status.




(c) Maintaining physical security of system equipment.




(d) Setup and breakdown, packing and unpacking of system equipment for use or shipment.



(2) Training Requirements.  Individuals in the following MOSs will be ICODES operators. 

· Logistics Officer - 0402

· Embarkation/Strategic Mobility Officer - 0430

· Logistics Embarkation Specialist - 0431/0491

· Landing Support Specialist - 0481




(a) Instructor and Key Personnel (IKP).  The ICODES PMO has provided a Mobile Training Team (MTT), which conducted IKP training at the Marine Corps Combat Service Support School (MCCSSS).




(b) Formal Learning Centers (FLC).  Those operators noted in paragraph 4.c.(2) above will require formal training.  Training and Education Command, Marine Corps Combat Development Command, working with the MARCORSYSCOM Program Office, developed a Plan of Action and Milestones (POA&M), Appendix (C), identifying possible timeframes that the Formal Schools would start teaching ICODES.  The Occupational field sponsor and the FLC will conduct a review of the current individual training standards, for the identified MOSs, to ensure that all tasks are captured and addressed in the Program of Instruction (POI).





1 FLCs will send instructors to the ICODES PMO-provided IKP training.  Individuals attending IKP training will be provided copies of the ICODES POI, training materials, and lesson plans for use in the development and presentation of sustainment training.





2 FLCs will revise current training programs and develop Course Descriptive Data and materials for the MOSs listed in 4.c. (2), to include conditions, performance steps, and references for ICODES.





3 New Equipment Training (NET).  The Expeditionary Warfare Training Group Pacific will provide Mobile Training Teams (MTT) to conduct NET for I MEF, III MEF and the Marine Forces Reserve (MARFORRES) west of the Mississippi River.  MCCSSS MTT will provide training for II MEF and MARFORRES personnel east of the Mississippi River.  MTT will provide two training iterations for II MEF, four training iterations for I MEF west coast, one training iteration for III MEF Okinawa, and one training iteration for I MEF Hawaii.  MARFORRES is to be determined (TBD).

 


(c) Operator Training.  Operator training is intended for embarkation personnel who will be required to use ICODES as planners.





1 MTTs.  During fielding, the MTTs, in coordination with the MARCORSYSCOM, will conduct operator training.





2 On-the-job-Training (OJT).  Individual Marines who are unable to attend MTT training, or formal training at the FLCs, will be trained at their respective commands by Marines who attended the FLC or NET.




3 Sustainment Training.  Marines in the MOSs listed in 4.c.(2) above will require formal ICODES training.  Operators will be taught to use ICODES while learning to perform their required tasks during MOS training.  Sustainment Training for ICODES operators will commence at the FLCs during ICODES fielding.



(3) Training Support Items.  MARCORSYSCOM will coordinate with the MEFs to provide adequate classroom space to train personnel for any New Equipment Training Team training.
