CERTIFICATION OF AIR GAP PROCEDURES FOR JOINT FORCE REQUIREMENTS GENERATOR II (JFRG II)

1)
The Naval Message sent from PPO MDS System of 14 July 2000 entitled GLOBAL COMMAND AND CONTROL (GCCS) VERSION 3.0 MISSION is the release vehicle for the Joint Force Requirements Generator II (JFRG II). The message approves JFRG II V1.3.1.3 for use on the operational GCCS system, and also refers to a “detailed set of air-gapping procedures which have been approved for transferring data between the classified GCCS system and the unclassified TC-AIMS system.”

2)
The question arose within the JFRG II Program Office as to whether this reference within the Naval Message to the air-gapping procedures was the approving vehicle, or whether this was a reference to an undefined approving vehicle.

On 30 March 2001 SSgt Richard McKinney had a phonecon with J4 LtCol Dorman. During this phonecon LtCol Dorman confirmed that the Naval Message referenced above does serve as the approving vehicle for the air-gap procedures.
