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Loading MCL Interpreter Exercise

Objective:


Become familiar with loading the MCL Interpreter onto the PDT 7240.

Part One:  Prepare the terminal for loading the MCL Interpreter

Boot the PDT 7240 into IPL Mode:

Press Power On/Off while pulling the trigger for ~15 seconds.

b.
After the beep, confirm that the Baud Rate screen is displayed … (
If not, you haven’t successfully booted into IPL … try again!

2.
Select the Baud Rate:

Confirm that 115200 is highlighted … (
b.
Press ENTER to select 115200 as the Baud Rate.

3.
Select the Download Areas:

a. Confirm that Multiple Images is highlighted … (
b. Press ENTER to select Multiple Images.

4.
Insert the terminal into the Cradle.

5.
Confirm that the PDT is ready to receive the download:

a. Confirm terminal displays Waiting for data  Multiple Images  115200  … (
b. Which cradle LED is flashing? ______________________

a. Select the MCL-Runtime Ver 4.21 from the File To Load drop-down list.

b. Click on the Load button … progress indicator appears ….
c. Confirm Transfer done.  Check Terminal Status window appears … (
d. Confirm terminal displays Waiting for data  Multiple Images  115200  … (
If not, you haven’t successfully loaded the Runtime … try again!

e. Click OK .

9.
Remove the terminal from the cradle.

a. Confirm terminal displays Download Failed  Multiple Images  Lost Connection … (
b. Press ENTER.

10.
Close the MCL-Loader program on the PC.

Part Three:  Run the System

1.
Scroll up (() on the terminal’s IPL screen and select Prev. Menu.

2.
Press ENTER.

3.
Select (() the Run System option from the Baud Rate screen.

4.
Press ENTER.

5. Calibrate the screen by touching the 3 points, as directed.

6. Click OK on the MCL Initial Screen.

7.
Set the Date and Time, and Enter.

8.
Set your terminal ID to your station number, and Enter.
