COORDINATING INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE CONDUCT OF THE EFSS, LAV-M, AND ITV SOURCE SELECTION DEMONSTRATION

1.  Purpose.  To provide information and coordinating instructions to Offerors for the execution of the EFSS and ITV source selection demonstrations.  

2.  General.  Per Section M of the solicitation, the Government will perform a competitive source selection to identify which offer, or offers, provides the best value to the Government.  The source selection evaluation will be conducted in three phases: a Written Evaluation phase, a Vertical Transportability Demonstration phase, a System Demonstration phase.  Once complete, an award decision will be made.  This paper pertains to the Vertical Transportability Demonstration, and System Demonstration phases of the source selection.

3.  Vertical Transportability Demonstration (VTD).  The VTD is organized into four phases per offeror.  Offerors will be evaluated sequentially, with each offeror taking 3-4 days to complete phases 1-4 below.      

Phase One:  The Data Collection Team (DCT) will complete necessary preparation, training/orientation on proper weapon system employment/operation of the system being demonstrated.  

Phase Two:  The DCT will collect data on the performance parameters identified as relevant to vertical transportability.

Phase Three:  The DCT will perform embarkation and debarkation on the proposed system.  Data will be collected from these evolutions as to time required to perform embarkation and disembarkation activities.  

Phase Four:  This phase pertains to offerors proposals that include an ITV.  The DCT will collect data on the performance parameters identified as relevant to the ITV.

Per the solicitation,  

a.  Tentative VTD Schedule of Events.  The schedule of events is based on four candidate systems.  The schedule will be adjusted if more than, or less than, four candidate systems are demonstrated.

3) Delivery Dates and Times.  The times for accepting shipments at PAX are 21 and 24 May 2004 – 7:30 AM to 4:00 PM.  Offerors must contact Nick Runowich, the PAX POC, the day prior to the arrival of their system to coordinate delivery. 

4) Offload Equipment Requirements.  The delivery truck/courier must be capable of unloading directly to the ground.  The Government will not provide unloading ramps, craning, or other MHE to perform the offload.

5) Offeror Personnel Requirements for System Release and Acceptance by the Government.  Offeror representative(s), which are authorized to release the system to the government and are knowledgeable on the system’s operation, are required to facilitate in the offload and LTI of the candidate systems.  

6) Limited Technical Inspection (LTI).  The Offeror’s representative(s) and the PAX POC will perform an LTI at PAX to ensure that the system(s) are serviceable to the Offeror’s satisfaction at the time of release to the government.  LTIs will be performed using Offeror formatted / designed inspection sheet(s), which the Offeror’s representative should bring to the release and acceptance LTI at PAX. 

7) Fuel Requirements.  The EFSS (and ITV if applicable) vehicles should be delivered with the required fuel level stated in the solicitation for transport aboard the MV-22 aircraft.  The Government will provide fuel for the remainder of the VTD including the movement of systems to and from storage facilities aboard NAS PAX.  

8) Driver Training for NAS PAX Personnel. Offeror’s should be prepared to provide on-site driver training to NAS PAX personnel when their system arrives.  The purpose of this training is to provide NAS PAX personnel, in the absence of the Offeror’s operator, the capability to move the systems in/around the MV-22 Mockup Laboratory and to move the Launcher to and from its secure storage facility.  The Offeror’s representative will be required to sign a release allowing the Government to operate the systems.  

9) Offeror’s Driver for the VTD.  

a) Per the solicitation, Offerors will provide a driver to operate their system during the VTD.  Per the schedule, Offerors will conduct the VTD sequentially with each Offeror taking approximately four days to complete the demonstration.  To facilitate the schedule and any unforeseen changes, the Offeror’s driver / operator will be placed on a 48 hour “on-call” status.  Offeror drivers may stay in the PAX River area or return to their original destination.  In either case, between May 25 through June 12, the Offeror’s driver for demonstration is “on-call” and will be given a 48 hour notice to report to NAS PAX Building 2187 Lab 1B10 ready to begin the VTD.  The NAS PAX POC will coordinate this evolution with Offerors during the delivery of systems to PAX on 21 / 24 May.  Offerors should be prepared to provide the PAX POC with primary and backup contact information for their driver.   
b) The Offeror’s driver will be required to assist in the configuration / loadout of his system (placement of gear/ammo on each vehicle).  Per the solicitation, each Offeror is required to provide a loadout diagram in their proposal.  The driver is required to be knowledgeable of that load plan and should be able to load the vehicle in a manner that matches the proposal diagram.

c) If an Offeror’s system requires reconfiguration (e.g., ammunition resupply vehicle to ITV) the Offeror’s driver should be knowledgeable in these procedures.  Per the solicitation, each Offeror shall provide the instructions and all tool sets / special tools / jigs and other materials required by the driver to configure / reconfigure the system.

8)  Fuel/POL/Supply Support Requirements.  Vehicles should be delivered to the ITV SLD site with the required fuel level stated in the solicitation for transport aboard the MV-22 aircraft.  NATC will provide fuel and other POL for day-to–day operations.  However, the Offeror should provide a supply support package (SSP) to provide a readily available pool of repair parts to support preventive or corrective maintenance actions. NATC will provide qualified light vehicle operators and mechanics with the requisite skills to perform the ITV evaluations.  The Offeror is responsible for providing a familiarization session of no more than four hours for NATC operators/mechanics for any unique features or characteristics of each vehicle.  

10) Maintenance.  NATC mechanics will perform routine daily, before, during, and after operations preventive maintenance services in accordance with technical instructions provided by the Offeror.  In the event the Offeror must perform maintenance on their vehicle, NATC will provide appropriate shop space to include air, lifts, etc. to support repair actions.  The Offeror is responsible for providing specialized maintenance assistance and associated technical manuals and/or specialized tools necessary to repair the vehicles.  The Offeror will provide locally available, on call technical support (e.g., in Carson City, NV) in the event of mechanical failures or specialized maintenance.  The local support should be available by telephone when requested to come to the demonstration site.  The Offerors, upon delivery of the systems to NATC, should be prepared to supply the technical support contact number.
