MOBILITY DENIAL SYSTEM PROGRAM

The Marine Corps Systems Command (MCSC) is soliciting proposals for the design and prototype development of a man-portable and a vehicle-transportable Mobility Denial System (MDS).  The formal solicitation is now available on MCSC’s websitehttp://www.marcorsyscom.usmc.mil/sites/ctq/opport.asp.  The MDS program will be conducted in two (2) phases.  The System Development and Demonstration (SD&D) Phase will be a cost-plus fixed fee contract effort for prototypes.  The Production and Deployment (P&D) Phase will be a firm fixed price contract for production quantities.  This summary is intended to provide Offerors an overview of the complete program. 

The objective of the MDS program is to develop a system that will assist the military, and possibly law enforcement elements, in controlling mobs during unruly protests and violent confrontations.  The MDS will dispense a Government-developed aqueous solution that makes surfaces so slippery that belligerents will be reluctant to enter the treated area or find it extremely difficult to function within that area.  Two dispensing systems are being sought: a “vehicle-transportable” system, that can be operated from the back of a High-Mobility, Multi-purpose, Wheeled Vehicle, and a “man-portable” system that can be carried and employed by a single individual.

The following major contracts are planned for the MDS program:

· Contract for the design and fabrication of systems for Government testing (either separate contracts for the man-portable and the vehicle-transportable systems or a single contract for both systems, depending on source selection of proposals).

· Contract for the full-rate production and manufacturing of systems (either separate contracts for the man-portable and the vehicle-transportable systems or a single contract for both - depending on source selection of proposals).

The contracting strategy will allow one vendor to propose solutions for both the man-portable and the vehicle-transportable systems or to compete for only one system. The Government will accept only one proposal from each offeror.  The Government plans to award one contract for the SD&D Phase.  The initial contract will include the development of systems designs, in-house testing, delivery of prototypes for Government testing, and the delivery of required system documentation in accordance with the CDRL.  Following Government testing, an RFP will be issed for the full-rate production.
