The proposals must contain all the pertinent information in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the proposed program.  The content of each volume must be sufficient in detail and scope to provide the evaluators with a clear understanding of your approach, expertise, experience, and capability.  Alternate proposals are not acceptable.

Throughout these instructions, “Principal Subcontractors” are defined as a subcontractor who provides at least 10% of the proposed total price (excluding the offeror’s profit/fee).  


1. Content
All proposals must clearly and convincingly demonstrate that the offeror has a thorough understanding of the requirements and associated risks, is able, willing, and competent to devote the resources necessary to meet the requirements and has valid and practical solutions for all requirements.  Statements that the prospective offeror understands, can or will comply with the specifications, and statements paraphrasing the requirements or parts thereof are considered inadequate.

In presenting material in this proposal, you are advised that quality of information is more important than quantity.  Clarity, brevity, and logical organization should be emphasized during proposal preparation.  It is the responsibility of the offeror to present enough information to allow the various work efforts, support, and management approaches, as well as price, to be meaningfully evaluated without discussions.  Include any data necessary to illustrate the adequacy of the various assumptions, approaches, and solutions to problems.

There is no need to repeat information in more than one volume if an overlap exists; the detailed information must be included in the most logical place and summarized and referenced in other areas.

The Government reserves the right to request additional information after receipt of an offeror's response to the RFP.  

Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective proposal is neither necessary nor desired.

2. Proposal Format

II.  SPECIFIC PROPOSAL VOLUME CONTENT
The offeror shall present its proposal information in a manner that facilitates a one for one comparison between the information presented and this Proposal Instruction.  Proposal information must be structured such that its paragraph number/letter is identical to the Proposal Instructions paragraph number to which it is responding, although the offeror may add low tier sub paragraphs.  Provide reasons if the offeror will not provide information for a particular paragraph. The proposal information instructions are structured by paragraph numbers whose first, second, third, and fourth parts will correspond to the volume, book, section, element, etc. in the offeror’s proposal.  An incomplete proposal may be grounds for rejection of the offer.  

1.0  VOLUME 1 - EXECUTIVE SUMMARY.  This volume shall provide a summary of the offeror’s entire proposal, excluding Price numbers or values.  Each section should highlight the significant features of the proposal and include the salient points contained in the other volumes.  The offeror should include a brief summary of subcontractors who will be involved with the design or management of the TETS program and should list all sites where the work will be performed.  If the offeror takes any exceptions to the RFP, they shall be detailed in this volume. 

2.0  VOLUME 2 – TECHNICAL - This volume consists of three sub-factors  – 1) Design Approach,   2) Performance Specification, and 3)Test Program Sets Transportability Matrix (TPSTM).    

2.1  Sub-Factor 1 - Design Approach.  The offeror shall illustrate the design concept for the system by providing (but not limited to) functional flow block diagrams, system design/interconnect block diagrams, software architecture diagrams and descriptions, systems interface drawings, Self Test and Calibration approaches as they relate to the Government’s Performance Specification.  The offeror shall describe and define the internal/external interfaces, interconnect and operational size/volumetric representation.  The offeror shall provide size and weight for each proposed enclosure in its transport configuration.  Furthermore, the offeror shall describe how the overall envelope of the configuration meets or exceeds the proposed performance specification.
2.2  Sub-Factor 2 – Performance Specification.  The offeror shall specify how they intend to meet or exceed the requirements as indicated in the RVTM (Requirement Verification Traceability Matrix). 3.1  Sub-Factor 1 – Management Program.  The Offeror's Management Program shall encompass the detailed planning and control of manufacturing functions leading to a successful First Article Test (FAT) for TETS, and a timely and effective transition to production.  The offeror shall demonstrate its capability to achieve both first article and follow‑on production requirements. The contractor documents defining the strategy and consolidating relevant management information into a planning structure shall be included.  The offeror shall provide organizational plans and charts for the proposed program showing key personnel including resumes, location, associated activities and their position within the corporation. Furnish an organizational chart that clearly reflects the proposed position of this program within the structure of the corporate organization. j.  Identify those production, test, or inspection stations which have bottleneck potential due to space, manpower, tooling, test equipment or machine utilization rate limitations and identify corrective action.

k.  Identify expected process yields for each process identified, and indicate statistical or other method used to maintain control of process performance where applicable.

3.3  Sub-Factor 3 – Subcontractor/Supplier Management.  The offeror shall list proposed major/critical subcontractors and suppliers developed for contractor subcontractor/supplier management including locations at which suppliers plan to manufacture items or components. The offeror shall address data and summary used to determine subcontractor capacity and capability to meet schedule requirements, to support decisions relative to second sourcing and to define manufacturing risk. A one-page summary of the system used to track supplier progress, showing how  potential supplier delivery problems are detected and corrected shall preface this section.  When work is performed by other parts of the corporate entity of which the contractor is a part, the contractor's subsidiaries or affiliates, organization charts that describe the relationship between the performing entity and the contractor shall be presented here.  The offeror shall describe the planning documents used to plan production flow. The offeror shall:

a.  Identify any advanced or unique manufacturing technology required to produce components or end item (s) Include tools and processes, which require proofing or demonstration to minimize high risk or critical operations.

b.  Show production flow utilizing a goes‑into chart, tree chart, or equivalent, to portray the planned process of fabrication and assembly in terms of key operational points.

c.  Identify those production, test, or inspection stations which have bottleneck potential due to space, manpower, tooling, test equipment or machine utilization rate limitations and identify corrective action.

d.  Identify expected process yields for each process identified, and indicate statistical or other method used to maintain control of process performance where applicable.

3.4  Sub-Factor 4 – Risk Management.  The offeror shall discuss the overall plan for managing risk in the TETS Program.  Identify all areas of significant risks, throughout the entire duration of the program, which could introduce program delays or otherwise impede the accomplishment of program goals/requirements.  Each risk element shall be listed in the order of their potential impact on the program, beginning with the most serious risk.  Ensure that software development is considered in the risk assessment and mitigation. For each risk identified, discuss methods to be used to mitigate risks, and describe any alternate methods of achieving program goals/requirements while adhering to crucial milestones. 


3.5  Sub-Factor 5 – Quality.  Offerors shall propose a quality system that ensures conformance to contractual requirements and meets the requirements of ISO-9001, or an equivalent quality system model.  Identify if your organization (including subcontractors) have been certified to meet the ISO-9001.  Indicate what organization performed the certification and when that occurred. Identify any follow-up or re-certifications that have taken place since the initial certification.

EVALUATION FACTORS

1.  GENERAL
One offeror will be selected on the basis of its proposal being the best value to the Government, all factors considered. Prospective offerors are advised that a proposal meeting the solicitation requirements with the lowest price may not be selected if award to a higher priced offeror is determined to be more advantageous to the Government. 

The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with the offerors.  Therefore, each initial offer should contain the offeror's best terms from a technical and price standpoint.  However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions and request proposal revisions if it is determined to be in the Government’s best interest.  If a competitive range is established, the Government may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.

The Government may use information other than that provided by the offeror in its evaluation of past performance.

All proposals will be evaluated for compliance with the terms, conditions, and requirements set forth by the solicitation.  Proposals will be evaluated using the factors listed below in descending order of importance.  Subfactors will be considered of equal importance.  All evaluation factors other than price, when combined, are significantly more important than price.

The proposal must demonstrate to the Government's satisfaction that the offeror will provide a program that will ensure the successful accomplishment of SOW, overall program objectives, and meet solicitation requirements. 

Proposal information provided for one factor may be used to assess other factors if the Government considers it appropriate.  In addition, the offeror's technical proposal will be reviewed to determine if it is consistent with the price proposal and reflects a clear understanding of the scope of work necessary to meet the solicitation requirements.

For the Technical factor, a proposal rating and proposal risk will be assigned.  The proposal rating will depict how well the proposal will meet the solicitation requirements.  The proposal risk will address potential impacts of the proposed approach on performance, schedule, and price in achieving solicitation requirements and program objectives.  For Past Performance, a performance risk will be assigned.  This risk will address the probability of the offeror successfully accomplishing the requested effort based on the offeror’s (including subcontractors’) relevant past performance and systemic improvement, or demonstrated experience.  
2.  EVALUATION FACTORS 
a.  Technical.  The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated to determine the adequacy of their proposal to meet theTETS Performance Specification.  The assessment will consider the level of the requirements set in the proposed TETS Performance Specification to which the design shall perform. Elements to be evaluated include the Overall Design, TPS transportability, individual system components, and Electrical and Mechanical Interfaces. 

b.  Management.  These subfactors to be evaluated include the offeror’s proposed Management Program, Program Time-Phased Schedule, Subcontractor/Supplier Management, Risk Management, Quality Assurance,  and  Software Engineering Capability. 

c.  Integrated Logistics Support.  The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated to determine the adequacy of the following ILS programs; Maintenance, Calibration, Training, Quality Assurance, Configuration Management, Technology Insertion Kit Configuration, Safety, Provisioning, Reliability and Maintainability, Publications, and Warranty.

d.  Past Performance – A risk assessment of low, moderate and high will be based on past performance and including key personnel. The Government shall  evaluate the offeror’s past performance based on the relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in contractor’s performance.  In the event the offeror does not have a record of past performance the offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance and will be given a risk assessment of neutral.  A neutral rating may be considered less favorably than a low risk past performance rating.
e.  Price – The Government will evaluate the sum of the maximum quantity for all CLINS to include all options to determine the total evaluated price.  The proposals will be ranked from lowest evaluated price to highest.  Cost realism shall be used if deemed necessary.  In accordance with FAR 15.404-1(g), price proposals will be reviewed for unbalanced pricing.  If a proposal is determined to be unbalanced, the contracting officer shall consider the risks to the Government associated with the unbalanced pricing in determining the competitive range and in making the source selection decision and shall consider whether award of the contract will result in paying unreasonably high prices for contract performance.

3.  EVALUATION PROCESS
Following the receipt of proposals, the SSEB and the PA will conduct an initial evaluation.  Should an award on "initial offer" not be pursued, the Government will establish a "competitive range" and notify all offerors of their inclusion or exclusion.  Discussions will be held with those offerors in the competitive range.

Offerors eliminated from the competitive range will be promptly notified in writing in accordance with FAR 15.503.  Following the conclusion of these activities, Final Proposal Revisions will be requested.  Final evaluation will be conducted and award made based upon the criteria set forth in section M of the RFP.

The Government will evaluate each of the factors identified in the RFP (except price and past performance) in two ways: 1) a proposal rating and 2) a narrative proposal risk assessment.  The proposal rating depicts how well the offeror's proposal meets the evaluation standards and the solicitation requirements.  Proposal risk assesses the risk associated with the offeror's proposed approach as it relates to accomplishing the requirements of this solicitation.
