1.  Purpose.  To publish the instructions and timeline for the 2001 Contribution-based Compensation and Appraisal System (CCAS) process.  

2.  Background.  The annual CCAS activities have begun to mature and settle in as an institutionalized method of evaluation.  It is important, however, to keep emphasis on this time sensitive human system process to ensure fair and equitable ratings have been accomplished and to ensure the final data is accurately uploaded to DoD level personnel and financial systems in a timely manner.  We depend on your assistance in and management of key activities within this process.

3.  Information.  The attached timeline is constructed following guidance provided in references (a) and (b).  The CCAS evaluation process described is applicable to all civilian personnel assigned to the demonstration project.  Included in the timeline are data calls to verify the exact membership of each pay pool.  Current employee information is essential for interface of pay pool data results with Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS).  Data calls will include verification of employees’ location, broadband level, career path, and presumptive ratings due to time and circumstance (i.e., long-term training, LWOP, sick leave).
