Certification Authority.  The CA is the official responsible for performing the comprehensive evaluation of the technical and non-technical security features of an IT system and determining the degree to which the IT system meets its specified security requirements.  The CA shall:

 (1) Participate in the development, review, and refinement of the SSAA.

 (2) Complete the minimum-security activity checklist for IT systems undergoing accreditation.

 (3) Validate the certification level of the system undergoing accreditation.

 (4) Plan and conduct the certification analyses for the system undergoing accreditation.
