Appendix B  Technical Requirements

This appendix contains instructions on completing the matrix for the Technical Requirements of the GCSS-MC system.  Along with these instructions is an Excel spreadsheet entitled GCSS-MC-LCM Technical Requirements.  This spreadsheet contains a table with two sections:  one numeric, the other descriptive.  Both sections are constructed in a similar fashion.  They contain a column for a reference number for ease of identification.  Each table contains a column with the specific GCSS-MC Technical Requirement.  The RFP ID column directs the Offeror to the specific evaluation criteria contained in the Offeror’s Instructions of this RFP.  The Source Document and Source ID column map to the original document from which the requirement originated.  The tables then contain spaces for the Offeror’s to input their responses. 

Offerors shall complete the Offeror Self Assessment Column of the top section with a numeric value corresponding to the appropriate value contained in the Response Matrix, shown below.

Additionally, Offerors will include directions to the specific locations of answers within their proposal in the Proposal Location and Notes Column.
