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Summary Release Notes for the Testing Community

This document provides the WAWF Testers the list of enhancements/software fixes that are incorporated in WAWF v3.0.4.  

WAWF Version 3.0.4 includes the following enhancements:

· ECP007 - Negative ACRNS:  Negative amounts are now accommodated within WAWF. This negative amount process specifically affects the PBP, CIF, PPR, Cost Vouchers, and Summary Cost Vouchers. It will NOT be available for Receiving Reports, Invoices, Fast Pay Invoices, and Invoice as 2-in-1s or Construction Invoices.  – Negative amounts can be entered in ALL dollar amount fields except in the document total amount. Document Totals must still be greater than zero.  Despite entering negative amounts on the document the BOTTOM LINE must be positive.  This would encompass Vendor entry as well as Government entry.  

Negative Amounts will be allowed in the following fields:

· Line Item Total (Quantity * Price)

Commercial Item Financing / Performance Based Payment

· Event Price

· Event Total

· CLIN Price (Total of all the Event Totals)

· FMS Amount (on the FMS Worksheet)

· Approved Event Amount (on Line Item Tab)

· Approved CLIN Price (on Line Item Tab)

· Approved Total Amount (on Line Item Tab)

Progress Payment

· ACRN Amount (on the ACRN Worksheet)

· CLIN Amount (on the ACRN Worksheet)

· FMS Amount (on the FMS Worksheet)

Summary Cost Voucher

· ACRN Amount (on the ACRN Worksheet)

· CLIN Amount (on the ACRN Worksheet)

There is no change to field sizes.  If the field size max were 9.6, the field size would be –8.6 with the negative sign.  

· ECP030 – MOCAS Invoice 2n1 Numbering WSER:  The required MOCAS Shipment Number prefix for an Invoice as 2-n-1 (Services Only) has been changed from “WSER” to “SER.” This change only affects those documents intended for submission to the MOCAS payment system.

· ECP054 –Mark For Comments:  Modify the WAWF input EDI ANSI X-12 856/857 transactions to include Mark For address information / special markings and / or Mark For comments, with or without a Mark For DoDAAC.

· ECP061 –Population of Issue By: When the "Issued By" field is not populated from EDA or provided by the vendor submitting their Web, FTP, or EDI   transaction, WAWF should populate the Issued By field as follows:

A) If a call/order serial number is used and it has Alphas in either of the first two digits then the first two positions of the Supplementary Procurement Identification Number (SPIN) is the buying activity two-position code.   Appendix G of the DFARS provides the buying activity associated with the two-character code, which can be used to identify the buying office DoDAAC.       

B) If a call/order serial number is NOT used or if used it has no Alphas in the first two positions, then the first six positions of the procurement instrument identification number (PIIN) should be used to identify the buying office in Appendix G.

Note:  There is currently a proposed rule that would change the first 6 positions of the contract to be the DoDAAC of the issuing office (the first 6 positions of the SPIN for orders against a GSA schedule) but the rule will not impact SPIN numbering on calls or orders.

· ECP098 –Rounding on Progress Pay:  Allow vendors to submit PPR documents through EDI and FTP if line 19 and line 25 (if entered) are within 10 dollars of WAWF internal calculation for these fields.

· ECP100 -Wireless: Inspectors / Acceptors can perform their jobs via a wireless device. This only pertains to Receiving Reports and Invoice 2n1s. It also allows view capability to view Invoices associated to the Receiving Reports. NOTE: History folders only contain a 30-day history and no links to EDAView or EDAVoucher.

· ECP101 –UID : WAWF will collect data and forward it to the DEBX for distribution to logistics and property systems.

NOTE: Excerpts from design document will be provided separately.  For the initial phase of UID implementation, there will be no change to the requirements for government users, as the UIDs will be solely an additional data element collected with delivery.  

· ECP162 –SUM Open to New Window: The Navigation Menu is updated so that the Software User’s Manual (SUM) appears in a new window when it is launched. This enhances the user’s ability to have the SUM open while creating/processing documents as a ready reference source. The SUM has been updated so that both IE and Netscape users can view the graphics in the SUM.

· ECP 000175 - There was request that government users (Inspectors/Acceptors) not be able to create documents that require a DCMA DOCACC as Admin. 

· The history folder queries will default the returned documents to only those updated in the last 30 days if no other date criterion is entered. This will permit those offices with a large quantity of documents to more readily access their history folders. 

· The valid Pay Office table reference is now available as a dynamic lookup. Users can input a Pay Office location in the “Display Pay DoDAACs” page and have all valid matching Pay DoDAACs returned with the appropriate Pay System identified. The link is available to all users from the WAWF Navigation Menu after logon.  The Valid Pay Office document was removed from the FTP / EDI Guides & Other Supporting Documents screen. 

· Changes have been made to the application to meet section 508 accessibility standards.  For instance, to comply with Section 508, the style sheets used for the Folders have been updated to precede the Invoice Received Date with a "D" if the document has a discount.  The color red has been left also.  Now all users of WAWF will be able to identify documents with discounts.

· A “Smart CRON” process has been implemented that will replace the scheduled processing of batch files that were previously scheduled to run on the hour.  The updated process runs the CRON process at 30 sec intervals checking for documents to import.  The vendor can keep adding ftp/edi files to their directory and those files will be processed automatically near real-time without duplicating or missing files. 

· A calendar icon has been added next to all of the date fields. This enables users to open a calendar and click the appropriate date as opposed to typing the date. This replaces typing as the primary means of entering date data. However, the user must click within the date fields to type in a date – the tabbing sequence will no longer tab into the date field. The date was removed from the tabbing sequence to place emphasis on the calendar for date entry. 

· Allow the System Administrator, Help Desk Administrator, and Auditor to view the activation history of individual users.   This history will highlight the date of the activation/inactivation as well as which Administrator activated/inactivated the user. 

· The WAWF Home Page was modified to include a query on CAGE code in order to find out if a particular vendor is active/inactive in WAWF. 

· PR6006 - When a Cost Voucher (Interim ONLY) and Summary Cost Voucher (Interim ONLY) are received, they have the signature date pre-populated with the system date. This is a result of an agreement between PMO/DCAA.
· Turned on Financing Documents for CAPS-W and CAPS-D.

WAWF Version 3.0.4 includes the following software fixes:
· OAT R3.0.2.1B6001:  Modified email messages when documents are submitted ftp/edi successfully, and when documents are submitted with modification.  

· OAT R3.0.2.1B6002:  A problem was reported for EDI submitted PBP/CIF documents that the total of all Events entered (SLN06 for each Event) is not being checked against the CLIN Unit Price in the IT104.  When the CLIN Unit Price is not equal to total amount of all Events entered, the document should be rejected.  To fix this problem, a check was added to all documents processed by the 810P program to ensure that the amounts entered by the vendor in the Events Price (SLN06) for a CLIN equal the CLIN total (IT104). 
· OAT R3.0.2.1B6003:  A problem was reported for EDI submitted PBP/CIF documents that the document total in the TDS01 segment is not checked to ensure that it is equal to the value in the CLIN Unit Price in the IT104 segment where IT101 = 'NONE'. This Unit Price should also be checked to ensure it is equal to the sum of all Event Prices in the SLN06 within the IT1 loop for the CLIN.  To fix this problem, a check was added to all documents processed by the 810P import program to ensure that the amount entered by the Vendor in the TDS01 document total field is equal to the sum of the CLIN Unit Prices, which is a sum of the Events.  
· OAT - RMTRND23021001:  Modified the import FTP program to reject the document if Form type designator is entered as SPV instead of SCV.
· OAT - RMTRND23021003:  Modified to send emails to all vendors when documents for multiple vendors are submitted in a single import ftp file.

· OAT - RMTRND23021005:  When an Inspector opens a Invoice 2-in-1 that was rejected by an Acceptor, the Total Amount on the Line Item page is set to $0.00, even though the Line Item's Amounts are shown correctly.  Modified code so that Document Total Amount is not cleared when as Inspector opens a rejected Invoice 2-in-1.  Now when the Inspector opens the documents, the Document Total should display properly.
· OAT – R302B5F1019:  When entering text into the text blocks, the user was able to enter more than 2000 characters and then the data was truncated without any warnings.  Modified to check the length of the data being entered as it is entered into the text blocks.  If the user exceeds the length allowed for the text block, they will receive a message that they have reached the limit and that their data is being truncated. 

· PMO_ROF145:  Updated the Functional Information Page on the WAWF Home Page.

· PMO_ THSB8:  To correct the Invalid Server Response error message, the SQL queries that are used to retrieve the documents that are available when creating documents (receiving reports) from documents (invoices) have been updated to be more efficient.  Now when the user has a large number of available documents, they should see an improvement in the response time for retrieving the list of available documents.

· When a document is set to void, a message pops up asking whether or not the user wants to void the document. This replaces the HTML confirmation screen that the user used to receive to confirm if they want to void a document. This is a result of addressing changing technology, so there was no ECP providing direction on this matter.
· PR302003/ R302B5F1014:  There were two problems fixed.  (1) Users who self-register with PKI certificate will no longer receive incorrect email message that says they will be sent a userid and password via email.  (2) Users names that contain a single quote will no longer receive an Oracle Error Exception when they attempt to sign a document.  

· PR302006:  Modified Password Maintenance screen to correct grammatical errors and corrected proper adherence to rules.  

· PR302015/PR302017/TT441250:  Modified code to not allow a userid to begin or end with a space
· PR302019:  Modified PPR documents to remove the extra closing parenthesis around progress payment request no in the “Statement for Certification” paragraph.

· PR302021:  Modified all instances of “Pay Clerk” to “Pay Official”.  

· PR302024:  Modified the dropdown boxes to display the document types in alphabetical order.  Also, removed names of documents no longer used in WAWF (shown only in Superuser, System Administrator and Help Desk roles).   

· PR302029:  Modified email to PMO user that correctly displays type of document that is requested for deletion.  

· PR302030:  Modified the term “Payor” to “Pay Official” in superuser view.  

· PR302034: When viewing documents after clicking the Contract EDA View from the Vendor History folder and selecting ‘shipment number’ the user is presented with “error on page” message on the form itself.  Modified code so that there is a Help Frame in the new window that opens when a document is selected from the EDA View.  

· PR302043:  Modified code to return the correct error message if the discount type is not entered for the 810 and 857 EDI Import programs. If an ITD segment is received with a blank in ITD01, an error message stating that the ITD segment entered was missing the mandatory discount type field in ITD01 will be created and the document will be rejected.

· PR302044:  Modified code to check not only the parent table of the document that is being updated, but also the table that stores the xml data for the document to ensure that another user has not already updated the document.  Now, when a user submits a document that was updated by another person, the user that attempted to update the same document will receive a message that the document has already been updated.

· PR302046:  The IE and Netscape style sheets have been updated to display the Statement of Accountability text in the same color.  Now when the user reaches the Statement of Accountability check box while self-registering, it will appear the same in IE and in Netscape.

· PR302049:  While using Netscape 4.79, when a user Self Registers with a certificate that has already been submitted into WAWF the user was receiving a java exception error.  Modified code so that users should receive the friendly message "The PKI certificate has already been registered in WAWF".

· PR302053:  Modified VOID confirmation message to be clearer.

· PR302054:  A problem was reported that the error message for a missing attachment indicator referenced the wrong line number when financing documents (PPR, PBP, CIF) were imported through the FTP process.   Modified error messages to be clearer.

· PR302059:  While adding a subgroup in the Group, as a System Administrator, after adding the subgroup name, the HTML source code was appearing on the screen. This problem only occurred in a Netscape browser.   Modified stylesheet to not display html.
· PR302061:  Modified code to ignore Line Haul Mode data field in FTP import process for Invoice and Invoice 2n1.

· PR302062:  Modified code to allow System Administrator to add an additional role to a Group Administrator.

· PR302063:  Modified code to restrict WAWF PMO to only that role.  

· PR302065:  A problem was reported that when a vendor sends two N1 segments for a Pay DoDAAC or Inspect By DoDAAC the second instance of the CAGE Code / DoDAAC is being overwritten by the first one. To correct the problem, all of the EDI import programs were modified to reject a document if a second instance of a DoDAAC or CAGE code is submitted in the same transaction set.

· PR302056 - A problem has been reported that 2 different users could create two different invoices from the same Multiple Shipments. 2 different people logged into the same vendor accounts and created Inv as a roll up from the same RRs. They could successfully submit 2 different invoices by choosing the same shipment numbers from a list RRs. After the submission, documents were not showing up correctly in the vendor history folder, all were on a different lines, 4 RRs and only one was showing up as invoice. When searching and viewing documents in inv_rr as HAM/SAM, all different ship numbers would bring a different list with documents.

· PR303R202: A problem was found when closing a browser, a user was locked out of the system for thirty minutes if trying to access the system from a different IP addresses.  

· During FTP/EDI inbound processing, if the EDA system is down, WAWF will now continue to process documents.  Modified code to send a message that WAWF was unable to validate the vendor’s CAGE against the contract in EDA and will continue to process the documents.  

· TT 397031:  A problem was reported that multiple EDI documents with trailing spaces in the Transaction number segment (ST) in a file cannot be fully imported. A user tried to import an EDI file with the following conditions:  2 or more EDI documents in the same file (i.e.: 810); for each document, line ST, field 2 (Transaction number) value is 1 single digit followed by 3 spaces. The first document is imported successfully, the rest of the documents in the EDI file are rejected.  To correct the problem, the code has been modified so that when a user tries to import an EDI file with the conditions as specified above, all files will be successfully imported.

· TT 400416:  A problem was reported that documents with leading zeros in the date fields are causing problems once sent to DEBX.  To correct the problem WAWF has been modified to validate that all date fields only allow '19' or '20' for the first two positions of the year.  Users should now only be able to enter dates that are in the year 19xx and 20xx.  If the user enters anything else for the first two positions of the year, they will receive the error message “The entered Year is invalid. Click OK, and please correct the information."

· TT 405249:  Some WAWF users are having trouble with the WAWF WBT when they access the site indirectly.  For example, when they go to https://wawf.eb.mil/ and use the hyperlink to access the training, they get the "Student ID/Password do not match" error.  When they go directly to the training at www.wawftraining.com, they do not get the error.  To correct the problem the Navigation Menu was modified to open the WAWF WBT in a new window.  

· TT 415126:  Modified code to stop sending emails to “inactive” PMO users and only send to “active” PMO users.

· TT398716:  Problem found was that when user selects a contract number and is taken to the EDA view that the documents reflected at the bottom of the folders are showing up incorrectly.  Modified code to show correct information.

· V3SIT0464:  Modified code so that user will get more meaningful error messages when importing documents with discount type combination errors in discount lines.

· V3SIT0465:  Modified Combo UDF documentation to reflect the following note regarding the GFE field "Note:  This field cannot be entered unless the Line Item Type in Field 2 is a 1 (CLIN/SLIN)".
· When user has one-time password or password is about to expire, system now displays user friendly messages as follows:  (a) "Your password is for one-time use only. You must change your password before you will be able to access WAWF", or (b) "Your password is within the 15-day period in which you are required to change it. If you do not change your password, it will permanently expire in __ days. You will not be able to access WAWF until you have changed your password." 

· Modified code to validate email addresses for the existence of an @ symbol at the time it is entered through the application. This would include the email address that a user enters when Self Registering or updating an existing profile, as well as the organizational email addresses that are entered by an Administrator. It would also include email addresses the users enter in the Send More Email functionality available when you create documents. 

· Modified the Display Pay DODAAC menu option to allow a search by city name.  

· Provided additional information and clarification of the documentation for the FTP / EDI files explicitly EDI documents 856 and 857. The documents mentioned were a little unclear to the users, and required further explanations. More details were added for the use of the documents in question. 

· Modified attachment capability so that a user cannot attach an invalid file name or a file that has a zero byte size.  

· Modified code so that the user cannot change the Final Shipment Indicator if the user is resubmitting a RR that is for MOCAS, SAMMS, or BSM. 

· Modified code for System Administrator view.  When the LPO enters comments certifying any document, the LPO's comments are saved properly to the database for the System Administrator to view.  

· Modified code to correctly display groups via Group Lookup from System Administrator window.

· Modified the EDI guides so that the users have revised instructions in how to use the N1 through N4 segments for WAWF.

· Modified code to present a more appropriate error message when a user selects “No” on the Security Alert Dialog box in IE (when using PKI/CAC).  When a user selects “No”, they will receive a message that tells them they must select "Yes" to continue in the WAWF Application.
· Modified code (FTP/EDI – CIF/PBP documents) so that user will get error message if the Invoice Number is used with a length that exceeds the maximum (8 characters) allowed length for MOCAS.

· Modified code in the Logon, Self Registration, and Update User Profile options to give a user-friendly message if a certificate is invalid instead of a java exception.

· Modified code so that the Main Menu displays correct links and the Main page shows the message that the website uses scripting and the user’s browser must be set to enable scripting.

· Modified code so that a new window opens from EDA View Screen and does not have the "Return" button.  User should close the window when they are done viewing.
· Modified to be more consistent with the rest of the application, now when a document is to be Void, a message pops up to ask the user if he wants to void the document.  If the user clicks the OK button the document will be Void, but if the user clicks Cancel the document will not be Void.

· Modified to be more consistent with the rest of the application, now when a document is to be put on Hold, a message pops up to ask the user if he wants to hold the document.  If the user clicks the OK button the document will be held, but if the user clicks cancel the document will not be put on Hold.
· Modified code to prevent the user from triggering any action on the Header page when the Selection Certificate window is opened in IE browser. The user can proceed only if he/she selects a certificate or cancels the selection.  Before that, all tabs and buttons on the Header page do not trigger any action when the user clicks on them.

· Modified code to allow documents to be visible in Vendor’s History folder.  A problem has been reported if an Acceptor creates a Receiving Report with an Inspector DoDAAC, then as the Inspector rejects the document to the Initiator (in this case the Acceptor), the Receiving Report is visible in the Inspector's Rejected folder and NOT visible in the Acceptor's Rejected folder.  The user should now be able to reject documents and then access them in the correct folders and with the correct fields available based on whom the document was rejected to.

· Modified code to catch the exception error from the mail server.  A problem has been reported that an exception is thrown if the user attempts to register for at least two roles where the DoDAACs had different GAMs and the Mail Server was down at the time of registration. If the mail server is down, when attempting to send email to multiple GAMs, WAWF will display the following message at the bottom of the Self Registration success screen:  "An Error occurred when sending email to the administrator. However, the registration was submitted. Please contact the help desk."

· Modified code to reference the Vendor instead of the Pay Official when sending the Email for a LPO that rejects a document back to the Vendor.  A problem was reported that, when a document was rejected by a LPO back to the Vendor the Email Message content was referencing the Pay Official instead of the Vendor.  

· WAWF no longer contains any documentation or code references to the Defense Corporate Database as a viable entitlement system. CAPS-D remains as an entitlement system, but effective with this release there are no assigned Pay DoDAACs for this system. This was a cleanup issue with DFAS requesting that DCD be eliminated and there is no ECP associated with this. 
· Modified code to not show discounts in Red if 0%/0days are entered.

· Modified code to fix for the qualifier code for N405, which is "AR" is showing up on the web.

· Modified code to ensure when a RRs, Combos, CIFs and PBPs were created with only one line item that two document totals are displayed on the header tab, essence one line item total then the document total.  

· Modified code to ensure Issue By Address information was not being saved during creation of the document.

· Modified code to ensure the Ship To DoDAAC on the Change Routing Information was marked as a required field, even though this is a required field.

· Modified code so when  vendors try to void the COMBO MOCAS document by clicking on Void link and in the mean time if government user already processed the same document, the voiding process updates the document as voided, but it should not allow the vendor to void the document as government user has already acted on it and EDI extract flag has already been set for that document. Similarly, this should be restricted during document hold process and wireless document hold process as well. This should be restricted in other document types as well.

· Modified code if using Netscape 4.79, the Misc Info Page does not show help messages for Contract No, Delivery Order, Shipment No and Invoice No fields on a mouse over.  This is not a problem in IE browser. 

· Modified code if a WAWF user is using Netscape browser, there is no Help messages for CoC, APR, Supplies and Services on recall.

· Modified code to make the examples on the Password Change page should be stated clearer.

· Modified code to not allow ship advice code to CICON (construction invoice) to all pay systems exception SAMMS/BSM. 
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
