Removal & Installation of Fuel Return Line
Tools
A. 1/4" drive socket set -- 5/16" or 8mm or 10mm (use only 6 point sockets). 
B. Open end wrench -- 3/8" or 8mm, 5/16" or 10mm. 
Procedure
1. Using 5kW TM-9-6115-641-24 &24P or 10kW TM 9-6115-642-24 & 24P parts lists as reference, remove front panel (Figure 6, item 18 and the roof panel, item 6), retain hardware.
2. Using TM 9-28156-251-24 & 24P or TM 0-2815-252-24 & 24P, (figure 3-13 items 5, 10, 15 and 16) remove the fuel return line hose as one complete assembly, so the assembly can be used as a template if needed, to cut the lengths of the hose correctly and reinstalled as a complete assembly.
3. Starting at the fuel tank remove the fuel return line hose from the fuel tank return line connector and from the engine section pull the hose back through the bulkhead Grommet into the engine compartment. Then disconnect the 1/8" return line hose from the fuel rail, from the #1 through #4 injector nozzles, or #1 through #2 injector nozzles. Using care, cut the plastic straps holding the fuel return line and remove the fuel line as an assembly, reusing the plastic tees.
Installation
1. Install the replacement hose in reverse order of removal, using care when rerouting the hose to ensure that there are no sharp bends or possible pinch point when reinstalling. Plus, make sure the hose does not directly contact the engine or generator at any point.
2. Replace the air cleaner assembly, the front panel and roof panel. Start the engine and check for leaks. The modification is now complete and the generator can be returned to service.
