Each separate volume shall be identified on the first page with the Solicitation Number, the Offerors name, and the date.

    (c)  Technical Proposal Page Limit:  There is no page limit on your proposal with the exception of Volume I:  Technical.  The written proposal portion of Volume I may not exceed 50 single-sided pages in length (excluding diagrams/schematics).  Any pages beyond this will be neither read nor considered in the evaluation.  Tables of contents, cross-referencing indices, glossaries, acronym lists and tabs that contain no information other than section identification are excluded from the page count.  Proposals shall be presented on 8.5 x 11.0 inch white bond paper with one-inch margins and bound in a three-ring binder(s).  Font size will be 12-point except text for illustrations and tables may be as small as 10-point.  Foldout pages may only be used for flow charts, graphs, tables, or other such data items.  All text should be provided on standard 8.5 x 11.0 paper.  A foldout page should be limited to 11.0 x 17.0 inches and shall count as one page.

(d) Technical Proposal Content:  (1)  Any data previously submitted in response to another solicitation will be assumed unavailable to the Government; and this data must not be incorporated into the technical proposal by reference.

(2) Clarity and completeness of the proposal are of the utmost importance.  The proposal must be written in a practical, clear and concise manner.  It must use quantitative terms whenever possible and must avoid qualitative adjectives to the maximum extent possible.  Proposal volumes must be internally consistent or the proposal will be considered unrealistic and may be considered unacceptable.

(3) The technical proposal must clearly demonstrate that the offeror has a thorough understanding of the technical effort to fully develop, manufacture and deliver the items required by the SOW and Specification.  Mere statements that the offeror understands or will meet the requirements of the SOW and Specification or parts thereof will be considered inadequate and therefore unacceptable.

(4) The technical proposal must clearly present sufficient information to allow evaluation of the requirements stated in the Statement of Work (Attachment 1) and Specification (Attachment 2).

(e)  Price Proposal Section B Spreadsheets:    Offerors must complete the Section B Spreadsheets and provide the specified number of hard copies defined above.  The offerors’ price proposals (Section B) shall also be presented as spreadsheets on CD-ROM, indexed and labeled for content with the offeror’s name.  Price proposals submitted on CD-ROMs shall be compatible with Microsoft Excel (for Windows 98 or later version).  File names shall include company name and identification of what is contained in the file.
