HAZARDOUS MATERIAL MANAGEMENT PROGRAM

Marine Corp Base, Quantico has implemented a Virtual Pharmacy Concept as part of the hazardous material management program (HMMP). The electronic
system used to manage hazardous materials is the Hazardous Substance
Management System (HSMS). HSMS not only provides “cradle-to-grave” tracking
of hazardous materials (HM) stored and used on base, but also meets legal
reporting requirements to satisfy Executive Order 12856, “Federal Compliance
with the Emergency Planning and Community Right-To-Know Act (EPCRA) and
Pollution Prevention Requirements” and Executive Order 13148, “Greening the
Government Through Leadership In Environmental Management.” 

The Command’s environmental office has conducted a hazardous material
inventory of 152 work centers located on the Installation. The inventory
consisted of material identification, Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS)
research and update, bar coding of inventoried material, and the
establishment of a work center specific, authorized use list (AUL). A
Usage/Inventory report, a work center specific Authorized Use List (AUL),
and a New Materials Received form were provided to each work center. 

Guidelines for the establishment of an authorized use list are contained in
MCO P5090.2A. The purpose of the AUL is to prevent unauthorized hazardous
material procurement and use, restrict the purchase of hazardous materials
to only necessary items, and limit purchases to the most effective and
environmentally friendly items.

All affected activities should now submit Usage/Inventory reports monthly to
the Natural Resources and Environmental Affairs (NREA) Branch, G-5. Reports
must be received by the 5th of each month.

To purchase items not listed on the work center’s AUL, the following
procedures are necessary:

1. Obtain prior approval from NREA Branch to purchase items not
on the AUL. 
2. Upon receipt of the new item, a New Materials Received form
will be completed and submitted to NREA Branch with the applicable MSDS
sheets.
3. NREA Branch will provide bar codes for new material.
