DUTIES:  The incumbent assists the Team Leader in the development of logistics and design requirements in support of the Integrated Product Team (IPT).  Serves as the logistics subject matter expert (SME) on all products developed and fielded by the IPT.  Develops, assesses and directs the logistics support requirements, and identifies and analyzes associated risks.  Facilitates, assesses and is the decision authority on logistics supportability alternatives as part of market research.  Prepares supply documentation in accordance with the Marine Corps policies, Defense Logistics Agency (DLA), and DoD standards.   Performs feasibility studies in order to develop and/or improve information systems to meet user requirements.     

QUALIFICATIONS:  Basic Requirements:  Applicants must meet the following qualification requirements of the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) Qualifications Standards Operating Manual:  

NH-II:  Three years of general experience, one year of which must have been equivalent to the NH-I level (GS-4 level in the Federal pay plan).  General experience is experience, that demonstrates the ability to:  1) Analyze problems to identify significant factors, gather pertinent data, and recognize solutions; 2 Plan and organize work; and  3) Communicate effectively orally and in writing.   Such experience may have been gained in administrative, professional, technical, investigative, or other responsible work. Experience in substantive and relevant secretarial, clerical, or other responsible work may be qualifying as long as it provided evidence of the knowledge, skills, and abilities (KSA's) necessary to perform the duties of the position to be filled. Experience of a general clerical nature (typing, filing, routine procedural processing, maintaining records, or other non-specialized tasks) is not creditable. Trades or crafts experience appropriate to the position to be filled may be creditable for some positions
